Minimum of 5 fire hydrants located by CPFD Fire Marshall.  Max of 600 ft between hydants. All homes 4 sided brick from FFL to Eave. No front loading garages. Not to be sold as investor owned rental properties, must be owner occupied for the initial period of 30 years. No disturbance of land in the flood zone. Development  limited in lots to the submitted drawing for zoning.  Improve Country Vale as required by traffic study results and city Engineer.  

Jeremy Taylor of MTTR Engineers 3 River Chase Ridge in Hoover and Tahmee Cox of D.R. Horton to speak for the rezoning.  Present to speak against the rezoning:  Nathan Thompson of 6978 OSR, Pam Thompson of 6259 Country Vale, Trina Ludvik of 6805 Oak Leaf Lane, Michael Harris of 6283 Country Vale Ln, and Gina Heaton of 6730 Heaton Manor.
