Mayor Anderton called for a motion to appoint Kristi Howell to Special Clerk to act as recorder.  Councilor Jody Harris made a motion to approve the appointment which was seconded by Councilor Nathan Thompson.

Mayor Anderton called the meeting to order and roll call was conducted as follows: Mayor Anderton, Jody Harris, Chris Nail, Orletta Rush, Nathan Thompson and Carla Youngblood.

Mayor Anderton called for a motion to approve the Pre-Council and Council meeting minutes of December 9th, 2025. Councilor Orletta Rush made a motion to approve the Council meeting minutes of December 9th, 2025, which was seconded by Councilor Nathan Thompson and approved by a vote of unanimous voice.

Mayor Anderton called for a motion to approve today’s Meeting Agenda. Councilor Nathan Thompson made a motion to approve the Meeting Agenda as amended, tabling 2025-66 and 2025-70 which was seconded by Councilor Carla Youngblood and approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Under Committee Reports:
Mayor Anderton announced that the Senior Center will be having their Christmas Party on December 19th 9-1 pm.  Mayor Anderton thanked Alexis Davis for her hard work organizing the Christmas Parade. 
Councilor Jody Harris announced the upcoming P&Z Meeting to be held on December 18th at 6:00 pm.  Also announced the purchase of a Fire Engine for Center Point Fire Department.  
Councilor Chris Nail visited the Schools and spoke with Principal Wilson regarding upcoming grants.  Councilor Nail requested an update from the Mayor regarding the use by a gentleman of the Girls School property.   City Lawyer Bearden clarified issue stating that the person would need written permission and sign a liability waiver.

Resolution 2025-65, A Resolution creating a new Position of City Administrator/Treasurer. Councilor Orletta Rush made a motion to approve Resolution 2025-65 as amended, which was seconded by Councilor Carla Youngblood.  The motion was put before the Council and a roll call vote was conducted with the following result: Yeas: Mayor Anderton, Councilors Jody Harris, Orletta Rush, and Carla Youngblood. Nays: Councilors Chris Nail and Nathan Thompson 
Resolution 2025-66 A Resolution to Establish a new position for a Part-time Communication Specialist.   There were several changes to the Resolution and description of the job, so it was decided to table this Resolution.

Resolution 2025-67 A Resolution Designating Meeting Times for the City Council.   Mayor Anderton called for a motion to approve the Resolution.  Councilor Nathan Thompson made a motion to approve Resolution 2025-67 which was seconded by Councilor Chris Nail and approved by a unanimous voice vote.
 
Resolution 2025-68 A Resolution Designating Meeting Times for the Planning and Zoning Commission.   Mayor Anderton called for a motion to approve the Resolution.  Councilor Jody Harris made a motion to approve Resolution 2025-68 which was seconded by Councilor Orletta Rush and approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Resolution 2025-69 A Resolution Designating Meeting Times for the Board of Zoning Adjustments.   Mayor Anderton called for a motion to approve the Resolution.  Councilor Orletta Rush made a motion to approve Resolution 2025-69 which was seconded by Councilor Carla Youngblood and approved by a unanimous voice vote.

Resolution 2025-70 A Resolution Authorizing the Mayor to Enter into a Contract for Web Design Services. It was decided to table this Resolution to obtain more bids for review.

Resolution 2025-71 A Resolution Authorizing the Mayor to renew the Contract with Herbicide Applicators for 2026.   Mayor Anderton called for a motion to approve the Resolution.  Councilor Nathan Thompson made a motion to approve Resolution 2025-71 which was seconded by Councilor Orletta Rush and approved by a unanimous voice vote



End unanimous consent.

Councilor Jody Harris wanted to revisit the discussion regarding a check written to the Boy’s and Girl’s Club.  City Attorney, Richard Bearden responded, stating he needed more clarification and is in the process of investigating and will research the best course of action.
