AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND 
ORDINANCE 2018-01, ZONING ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Clay, Alabama adopted Ordinance 2018-01 on January 9, 2018, and

WHEREAS, the provisions of this Ordinance, including the Zoning Map, may from time to time be amended, supplemented, modified or repealed by the City Council in accordance with the procedures stated in Section 1705 of Ordinance 2018 - 01; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Commission held a public hearing on July 17, 2025; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Commission recommends amending Section 911.3.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the City Council of the City of Clay, Alabama that based on the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Commission, Section 911.3 of Ordinance 2018 – 01 is hereby amended to read:
911.3 Additional Requirements: 
In cases where a General Commercial district adjoins or abuts any residential zoning district, all of the required side and rear setback space may be utilized for parking space except the outermost footage that is required to be grassed or planted and maintained as a buffer strip or green belt in accordance with Sections 1008 and 1009 of this Ordinance. 

The distance between the premises to be licensed for on premises consumption of alcoholic beverages and a school, church or library shall be seven hundred fifty (750) feet as measured from main entrance of such business and the main entrance of any church, school, or library.  The distance between the premises to be licensed for off premises consumption of alcoholic beverages and a school, church or library shall be one hundred-fifty (150) feet as measured from main entrance of such business and the main entrance of any church, school, or library.

No open or outdoor storage or repair areas of any kind shall be permitted except storage involving finished goods or items sold on-site at retail. Such storage shall not include heavy equipment or bulk materials and shall only be permitted behind the front building line. 

Outdoor seating areas may be permitted forward of the building line provided a continuous, unobstructed path of no less than five feet is maintained along the sidewalk fronting on the property.
