AN ORDINANCE EXTENDING ORDINANCE 2022-03

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Clay, Alabama, adopted Ordinance 2022-03, on the 23rd day of August, 2022; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2022-03 amends Ordinance 2013-20 to remove 2% of the levied sales tax of 4% on certain food items as defined by the SNAP program for a period of 2 years, beginning November 1, 2022 and ending October 31, 2024; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance 2022-03 was extended until September 30, 2025 by Ordinance 2024-02; and

WHEREAS, the City Council believes it to be in the interest of the citizens’ welfare to extend the 2% deduction of the levied sales tax of 4% on certain food items as defined by the SNAP program for a period of 11 months; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires for the said extension to continue to coincide with the fiscal calendar year.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Clay, Alabama that the ‘SALES TAX” of 4% will continue to be reduced by 2% on certain food items as defined by the SNAP program effective until September 30, 2026.
